After seeing one another for years, nurturing conversations and projects and carrying out works and exhibits, we thought, at some point, Warburg could be our  tutelary god, because he combined the most urgent part of our worries and the way of dealing with things which we shared. 
“What are we talking about?” We asked ourselves and others. We wrote in magazines, organized exhibitions, started debates, developed web-sites, trying to discuss, precisely, “what we were talking about”, until one day, as we said, in the middle of all these meetings and mail  exchanges, Warburg appeared to us, in all his splendour! That correspondence, together with the records of our stir, was collected in a book, published on the occasion of our first tour.
Now Warburghiana has become a format, that is our way to assemble the things which interest us each time or which we are asked to confront, our “form” where criticism and artistic intervention are inextricable exactly to focus attention again on contents, to keep on asking ourselves and others. “But what art are we talking about?”
