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The exhibition system Millefoglie( - here displayed in its first prototype Millefoglie I – is based on two ideas. On the one hand the collector’s typical madness: his researches, his passion, the morbid relationship he has with his collection (usually kept in safe and/or inaccessible places). On the other hand we have the idea of vanity, that’s to say the satisfaction of appearing or showing one’s own gifts or possessions. 

As regards planning the challenge is not an easy one. Giving leeway to vanity, playing with it, making it clear and evident. But at the same time (as it is vanity applied to a precious collection) one has to make sure that his collectibles are protected and safe, usable but simultaneously well guarded. 

The Millefoglie( system allows all this in an easy and immediate way.

A modular system, custom designed according to different needs, which allows the exhibition of a remarkable amount of materials in completely safe conditions.

Using superimposed transparent layers also allows to link displayed materials according to innovative logic patterns: foreground and background, planar contiguities (right and left, above and under) which suddenly become tridimensional. 

The extreme ease with which you can assemble or disassemble the system makes its transport simple.

A new version of the system. Millefoglie II, is expected for July; it will add several interactive elements to its current characteristics.
